b. At half mast on the death of a St Peter’s Trust Council Member, and until the hour of 

the funeral. 
 

3. The Wiltshire County Flag may be flown for certain events in Marlborough (e.g. Marlborough 
in Bloom) or at St Peter’s (e.g. Wiltshire Artists’ Exhibition) 

 
Occasionally a designated flag may not be flown in high winds. 
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
